Recommendation

It is recommended that for the 2018 municipal election:

a) A total of 22 trustees be determined for the Toronto District School Board; and,

b) That trustees select and approve one of the trustee distribution options presented in
Appendix B for submission to the Ministry of Education by August 14, 2018 in
accordance with Bill 5, The Better Local Government Act and Ontario Regulation

412/00, Elections to and Representation on District Boards.

Context

On February 7, 2018, the Board approved new trustee ward boundaries that aligned with the City
of Torontodbs decision to increase the number
changes to City ward boundaries. The Board is required to align its electoral boundaries with any
changes to the municipal ward boundaries. Both the City and the TDSB conducted extensive
consultations with the community on the proposed municipal and school board boundary changes.
The municipal and school board boundary changes were in effect prior to the start of the municipal
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and school board electoral process and well before the opening of candidate nominations and the

start of the campaign period.

However, in late July 2018, the Ontario government announced its intention to introduce
legislation to reduce the number of municipal councillors to 25 from 47. The government also
announced the new electoral boundaries would mirror the existing City of Toronto
federal/provincial electoral boundaries. Shortly after the government introduced the enabling
legislation, Bill 5, The Better Local Government Act, and on July 30, 2018 subsequent changes
were made to Regulation 412, Elections to and Representation on District Boards.

As a result, these changes require the Toronto District School Board to once again realign its

trustee ward boundaries using the 25 provincial/federal boundaries in the City of Toronto.

The TDSB has been advised it must complete the boundary changes, approve the new alignment
plan and communicate this approval to the Ministry no later than August 14, 2018. The TDSB
must also submit its completed realignment plan i also formally called a Determination and
Distribution report i along with ward maps to the Minister of Education, the school board election

cerk, and the secretary of all other school boa

Toront o0s ®datieare alsoadyuwredlto realign their trustee boundaries. Toronto
school boards that do not approve a realignment plan by August 14 will have one imposed on

them by the provincial government.

Staff has prepared options for boundary changes based on the following guiding principles:
Distribution of Schools, Distribution of Students, Distribution of Electoral Population and the
Geographic Alignment of Provincial Riding Boundaries to Current TDSB Ward Boundaries.
Existing Learning Centre boundaries and community/neighbourhood groupings were also

considered.
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The Toronto District School Board is entitled to have 22 elected trustees for the 2018 Municipal

Election, based on its electoral population.

Action Plan and Associated Timeline

The Board must communicate its intended determination (number) and distribution (geographic
allocation) to the Minister of Education by August 14, 2018. The Determination and Distribution
report must be submitted to the Minister of Education, the school board election clerk, and the

secretary of all other school boards in the City of Toronto no later than August 17, 2018
