	CSW Motion Advocacy Discussion
	At the March 4, 2024, Special FBEC meeting, the committee approved the following motion: “That the following be referred to staff for consideration at the March 19, 2024 meeting of the Finance, Budget and Enrolment Committee when the matter, options to balance the 2024-2025 operating budget is presented.”  Staff members have reviewed the motion, and it would require 13.5 additional Community Support Workers to decrease the number of schools covered to four. This would cost approximately $1.1 million.
Committee members were informed of the delegation process at standing committee and directed to the TDSB delegation webpage for more information.
	

	Model Schools for Inner City (MSIC) Update
	Karlo Cabrera, Centrally Assigned Principal, Equity, Anti-Racism and Anti-Oppression, gave a presentation that included updates on the Equity office’s involvement in the International Day for The Elimination of Racial Discrimination (IDERD) and the event being hosted by the Centre of Excellence for Black Student Achievement with Dwayne Morgan, OOnt, in attendance. The committee received information on some of the upcoming subject-specific professional learning that would be undertaken by hybrid coaches.  Also presented were summer school initiatives for 2024 and updates on paediatric clinics.
Karlo Cabrera also highlighted the work of Jay Williams, a colleague and fellow educator whose mentorship and community activism were felt by many.
	

	Community Support Worker (CSW) Update
	CSW’s Ricardo Francis (LC1), Omar Omar (LC2), Babek Nikmard (LC3) provided a CSW Update which informed committee members of the new Parent/Caregiver and Community Engagement Office (PCCEO) webpage that will be launched for the 2024/2025 school year. In addition, CSW’s are actively working on Parent Innovation Grant midterm and final reporting, newcomer workshops (largely in the northwest of the city), food handling training programs, and other school-based initiatives, including “walking school busses” and in-school author visits to capture student voice in their publications.
