	P067, Learning Opportunities Index Policy Review; Student Demographics and LOI Rankings in French Immersion Programs – PSSC

	Dr. David Cameron, Research Dept 
Dr. Cameron presents report recently introduced at Program and School Services Committee (PSSC) centred on the impact of expanding extensive French programs to Model Schools (MSIC).  Data shows that dual track in a school does not determine if a school moves in/out of MSIC.
Concerns are raised by community members, suggesting that the catchment data needs to be drilled down on. The concern is that postal code (of the student) selection/data averaging is skewing the results, not representative of individual schools (family incomes/race reality).  Want algorithm applied to the individual streams in dual track schools – this will reflect the reality on the ground.
LOI calculation is done via quantitative tool that is mapping by postal code has positives and challenges.  Dual track breakdown is possible, and Dave can come back with this.  The current tool does not consider environmental factors.
Community shares that many communities are on the edge.  Suggests that a buffer of resourcing be applied to schools with based on allocation of poverty of neighborhood.  Administrators know who is coming in for specialized program. However, this method is asking all schools to do their own census tracking (171k students)
Community suggests that the factors that make up our tools are not including anti-black racism.  Quantitative data is not the only determinate and excludes environmental/lived experience factors.

	Co-Chairs’ Report
	Trustee Co-Chair Dawson and Trustee Aarts present a re-organization presentation regarding Ministry Funding for next year. There is no new funding, but a different method of bundling, less sweatering/increased flexibility. Lynn Strangway notes Academic Pathways/de-streaming monies are not being returned this year. Bill 124 ruling results in no extra staff.
Committee Co-Chair Khan shared that Learning Opportunities demographic allocation will be based on poverty indicator from 2021 Census.
Lynn Strangway MOE presentations are devoid of Equity, Anti-Oppression, Ant-Racism, Anti-Indigenous, which is very concerning.  Trustee Aarts concerned that there is a significant shift at MOE regarding anti-DEI (anti-diversity, equity, inclusion) support. 
Community expresses concern that Board changes/cuts are found out in September, when it’s too late.

	Nikmard Babak reports on Innovation grants spending.  Supporting schools without CSW with camp registrations, etc.  Three Part Literacy series for families and supports available through the website; focus on reading, mathematics, live art celebrating cultures; movie Scarborough screening with food and snacks; Mother’s Day celebration in Dansing community; family workshop (incl. immigration, ABR); Scarborough Family Festival on May 25th to promote programs.
	

	Other Business
	Community members proposing creation of an ICCAC Motion. Requesting a tailored solution for students with disabilities in  Model Schools, (based on SEAC, and parent feedback on families supporting students with disabilities). Recommendations: 
Targeted Professional Development to meet diverse needs of students in MSIC schools
Equity-focused Review of the Identification and Placement Process for Model Schools
Equitable Resource Allocation – challenging misallocation for funds; advocate for increased funding
Strengthened Advocacy Support – increased capacity for CSWs, CYW, community based, review of parent complaint protocol
Next Steps: Jack wondering if we should look for gaps, as some of the items are addressed in part by various departments; input from Spec. Ed. and SEAC needed to help formulate a motion; to include requirement for parent and educator supports for student disability needs, advocation incl. concerns with IEP.
