CSWs are working on a holistic approach to student learning that encompasses

Math Skills Success begins with Building Mathematical Minds Part 1 was March 21
providing parents/caregivers with strategies to make learning math at home a positive
experience for everyone.

More Joy Reading May 3. More Joy Reading is an interactive program with
parents/caregivers, students, various school staff, and CSWs runs Mondays 4:30 - 6pm
and Wednesdays 7pm - 7:30pm with a stunning night of 159 attending the online
program.

Read Aloud is an extension of The Raise a Reader. This is in-person series of workshops
with an intentional focus on encouraging parents and children's reading engagement
with staff providing culturally relevant materials and individualized support, taking place
in 8 schools. Some schools have completed their series, while others are taking place at
present. This program extends beyond Model Schools and is offered by Donna Cardoza,
Community Support Worker and Coaches attached to the schools.

The LC1 bi-weekly newsletter provides updated information on the latest free online
literacy and numeracy resources with the assistance of our Coaches and Speech
Pathology

Tea & Tech. Tuesdays and Thursdays- Parents will receive support from the CSW for
applications, completing forms, Zoom, Email, Internet, 211, etc.)

The literacy books for Model School parents and caregivers are being shared across the
TDSB. The literature reflects the values of CSWs and the TDSB goals of diversity,
inclusion, and anti-oppression
